d.)  Suspended from 1st. half of the next game.

5.)  2nd Absences from practice.


e.)  Suspended from 1st. half of the next game.

6.)  3rd Absences from practice


f.)  Suspension for 1 game.

7.)  2nd Absence from game.


g.)  2 game suspension.

8.)  Multiple game or practice absences.


h.)  Possible removal from the team

9.)  Use of foul language.


i.)   Limit of playing time.

10.)  Any conduct un-becoming of a lacey student-athlete


j.) Coaches discretion.

11.)  Un-sportsmanship like behavior to fellow players, officials, fans, parents or other team players.


k.)  Limited playing time and (or) game suspension.

12.)  Multiple un-sportsmanhip behavior.


Multiple game suspensions or removal from team
All rules and consequences may be altered by the coaching staff due to the severity or circumstance of each offense.  All situations will be based on a case to case basis.  Any conduct in school that may be punished by the school administration, may or may not have soccer consequences.  Any violations of the student handbook by a player during soccer activities will be written up in accordance to the school rules and left to an administrator for the appropriate consequences.
