Letter requirements:
 In order to receive a varsity letter in boys’ soccer, a player must play in 50% of the scheduled games or 14 halves. A letter will be awarded to player that is beneficial in post season play. A player will also receive a varsity letter if he has substantially contributed to the varsity team.  A student athlete may also letter as a senior if he has participated all four years.  If a varsity athlete is injured during the season the head coach may also award a varsity letter.  Letters may be given without meeting these criteria if the coaching staff feels that the contribution of a certain athlete has been beneficial to the varsity program.

Letters Given:

1)  50% of regular season games.

2)  18 Halves of game play.

3)  A player that is beneficial during post season play.

(Shore conference tournament or states)

4)  A player with 3-4 a consecutive year with the soccer program and is a senior.

5)  Injury that occurred while being an intricate part of the varsity squad or a starter at the point of the injury.

6)  Substantial contribution to the team.  (Manager, role player, back up, videographer, statistician)

7)  Coach’s discretion if the above criteria are not met.
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
