1. That up to 65 paraprofessional positions are hereby eliminated as
a result of a reduction in force.
2. That the affected employees will promptly receive appropriate



notification of their employee status; and
3. That the Business Administrator or designee is authorized to
provide the necessary notification to the affected employees.
